In 2002 he received the Prix
de la Presse Prize at the Concours Bach de Lausanne in
Switzerland. In the same year, he performed at the Royal
Festival Hall in London, performing the world premiere
of the solo organ piece Salve Sancta Facies dedicated to
him by English composer David Gorton. He participated
in many prestigious festivals in the United Kingdom, in-
cluding The Spanish Baroque Music Festival, The London
Handel Festival, The London Bach Festival, The Darting-
ton International Summer School, The Spitalfields Festi-
val, The London Organ Forum, The International Organ
Festival at St Albans, as well as concerts in the Czech Re-
public, France, Greece, the Netherlands, Ireland, Germa-
ny, Poland, Switzerland, Sweden and Hungary. In the aca-
demic years 2003/2004 he lectured at the Royal Academy
of Music in London within The Pidem Organ Fellowship.
Bartosz Jakubczak is regularly invited to lecture during
national scientific sessions, including those organized by
the Fryderyk Chopin University of Music in Warsaw or the
Academy of Music in Krakow, Poznan and Katowice. Since
2004, he has been working at the Instrumental Depart-
ment at the FCUM, currently at the position of the Univer-
sity Professor. He received the PhD degree in music perfor-
mance in 2009 based on the dissertation: The Gregorian



Chant in selected organ works by Charles Tournemire. In
2015, by the decision of the Senate of the Royal Academy
of Music in London, Bartosz Jakubczak received the hon-
orary title of The Associate of the Royal Academy of Music
(ARAM). Membership in the Academy is granted only to
those graduates of the University who are outstanding in
their profession and have made a significant contribution
to the field they are dealing with. In the same year he re-
ceived a postdoctoral degree.

The Ecstasy of Saint Cecilia:
A Copy, A Modern-day Conversation

Curator: Agni Roussou

A copy of the masterful work by Renaissance painter Raph-
ael, The Ecstasy of Saint Cecilia (1514-1515), is on exhibit at
St George’s Cathedral as part of the 9" “ANQ)” Internation-
al Organ Festival in Syros.

This painting, with its exquisite composition, highlights
the unique relationship between music and spirituality,
as it depicts Saint Cecilia (Agia Kaekilia) - patron saint
of musicians - gazing up at the heavens while holding a
small-scale church organ with its pipes angled downward.
She appears to be listening to earthly music so that it may
raise her in a celestial hymn. An angel holds open the
sheet music, which she ignores as she seeks, not human
guidance, but divine inspiration.

Saint Cecilia is standing in the centre of the image, hold-
ing the church organ. On her right is Saint John the Evan-
gelist with his eagle and the Apostle Paul with his epistles
and symbolic sword. On her left is Saint Augustine, hold-
ing his crosier, and Saint Mary Magdalene with her alabas-
ter jar, staring boldly at the viewer.

A number of musical instruments - a cello, a tambourine
with bells, a triangle - strewn at Saint Cecilia’s feet sym-
bolise the humans’ inability to touch the celestial sympho-
ny. Aside from its religious content, the work also repre-
sents purity, sacrifice and music as a spiritual medium of
purification and elevation.

THE COPY

The copy on exhibit is by an unknown artist, with slightly
smaller dimensions than those of the original. It belongs
to the Catholic Diocese of Syros and was recently restored
(2024) by Flora Iatropoulou, a restorer of Byzantine antiq-
uities, an iconographer and painter. The painting is oil on
wood, with a wooden frame. Despite the wear of time, the
solemnity of the work remains dynamic and expressive.
